Beginning      classes are easy enough 
 for a beginner sewer with little or no experience.  
 
Let’s fill all the Beginning     classes this sprin g! 
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If your sewing machine isn’t happy,  

you aren’t happy.  
As you tackle spring cleaning, don’t forget your sewing 
machines. Have your machine professionally cleaned and 
serviced once a year. Here’s what you can do between 
cleanings to keep your machine running smoothly.  
1. Use a small brush to frequently clean out any lint which 

has collected on the needle shaft, under the throat 
plate between the feed dog teeth, and in the bobbin 
area.   

2. Change your needle every 6-8 hours of sewing time.   
3. If a needle breaks while sewing, be sure to find all the 

pieces of the broken needle. This means looking in the 
bobbin area and if necessary, turn your machine 
upside down and watch for the broken piece to fall out.

Orange Pound Cake                                                  Oven 325 degrees 
Try Linda’s fresh taste for spring. Maybe someone else will clean up so 
you can sew. 
    
1 C softened, unsalted butter 
1 C sour cream 
6 large eggs, separated, room temperature 
1-six oz. can of mandarin oranges drained, reserving 2T of light syrup 
or juice 
1/3 C orange marmalade 
1 1/2 t  vanilla  
3 1/4 C all purpose flour 
1/2 t salt  
1/4 t baking soda 
10 " bundt cake pan greased & floured. 
Cream butter & sugar until fluffy. 
Add juice, marmalade and egg yolks—stir well.  
Add sour cream, stirring until just mixed. 
Add drained oranges to creamed mixture.   
Sift together flour, baking soda & salt and add to orange mixture.  
Beat egg whites until soft peaks form, fold into batter and pour into 
prepared pan.  
Bake 1hr and 15min or until inserted wooden pick comes out clean.   
Let cool and glaze.  
   
GLAZE: 
4oz cream cheese softened  
1/4 C softened unsalted butter 
 4 T of orange marmalade  
1t of orange zest  
1/2 t of orange liquor  
Whisk all ingredients together and pour over cake
